IV Acyclovir is on backorder from the manufacturer and its use at UCSF
Medical Center and UCSF Children's Hospital is being restricted until it
becomes available. We have alimited supply.

All requests for IV acyclovir require approval from an Infectious Diseases
physician, except requests from midnight to 7 am. During that period, one
dose of IV acyclovir may be given without approval from Infectious
Diseases. Approval isrequired for all subsequent doses.
