Anticoagulants (i.e., Warfarin, low molecular weight heparin, unfractionated heparin) are 
commonly used, high risk medications with narrow therapeutic windows that significantly 
increase the risk of bleeding.  
  
At UCSF Medical Center and UCSF Children’s Hospital, a multidisciplinary team of physicians, 
nurses, pharmacists, dieticians and others partnered to improve safety associated with the use of 
anticoagulant therapy.  The newly developed Anticoagulation Therapy Management Program 
provides updated clinical resources for all disciplines.
